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Teraplast will produce PE containers for the collection of sorted waste 
Bistrita, September 12th 2011: Teraplast is to begin production of PE semi-underground containers for sorted waste collection by the end of this month.  Teraplast is the only producer of PE semi-underground containers in Romania. 

Semi-underground containers will be made by roto-moulding technology, in the Polyolefin plant, started-up in 2009 in the Teraplast Industrial Park of Saratel. The investments for launching the mass-production of the semi-underground containers were limited to the acquisition of the molds, approximately €40.000. 
Stefan Bucataru, CEO of Teraplast: „The development of integrated systems for waste management and the extension of the infrastructure in the area will benefit from the European Union financing scheme SOP Environment, in total value in excess of €1.0 billion and these products have been developed to meet a specific need on the domestic market. We are now the only producer in Romania and our competitive advantage consists in our ability to offer products similar to imports, in terms of quality and performance, but at local commercial terms and conditions, on top of a considerably reduced cost of transportation”. 

Teraplast’s semi-underground containers will be available in three sizes: 1.200 liters, 3.000 liters and 5.000 liters and at present the company has a production capacity of approximately 15 containers per day, with the possibility of expansion to meet market demand. 

Stefan Bucataru, CEO of Teraplast: „The main operational advantage of these containers, in contrast with the classic ones, is the fact that they allow the storage of a larger waste volume in a smaller above-ground area, given that 2/3 of the containers’ height is under-ground. Besides the aesthetic appearance of the collection points, the increase of the storage volume generates by default a decrease of the waste transportation costs, which over the long-run adds up to a considerable advantage to the local authorities’ budgets”.

Teraplast has already developed a pilot collection point for sorted waste, in partnership with Bistrita City Hall. The pilot project operates four containers of 3.000 liters, which collect glass, paper, plastic packaging and dry waste. 
Teraplast currently owns production capacities developed on over 13.000 square meters, at Saratel, divided in the PVC products plant (PVC pipe section, PVC profile section, PVC joinery profile section, PVC granules section) and the Polyolefin plant (polyethylene manhole and tank section, corrugated pipe section, PVC, PP and PE fitting section and PP pipe section). 

Details about Teraplast:

The Teraplast company is the biggest entity of the Group Teraplast, and the products portfolio of the company covers the all range of installations (less the heating and the ventilation ones), which allows Teraplast to sell complete systems of solutions. Teraplast’s products are structured on eight systems, as followed: water supply system, exterior sewage system, interior sewage system, interior decoration and furnishing system, window PVC profiles system, PVC granules, terracotta tiles system and electric system. 

Starting from July 2nd 2008 the company Teraplast is listed at The Bucharest Stock Exchange under the symbol TRP, and since 2009 the company has been included in the composition of the indexes BET-C and BET-XT. The company’s main shareholders at the reference date June 30th 2011 are Dorel Goia (34,26%),  SIF Banat-Crisana (10,83%), Emanoil Viciu (10,15%) and Others (44,74%). 
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
